ASSUMPTIONS:

Legislative Branch:

1.
The Veterans' Committee has been a temporary committee established by "cat and dog" bills during past  biennia.  Expenditures for the 1997 biennium  were $5,426; expenditures through November 1998 of the 1999  biennium were $5,906.  This legislation establishes the Veterans' Committee as a permanent committee funded by a $5,000 statutory appropriation each fiscal year from the collection of cigarette taxes.

2.
No budget is included in the 2000-2001 executive budget for the Veterans' Committee. 

3. The fiscal impact on distributions of remaining cigarette tax revenue after the $5,000 annual statutory appropriation will be assessed by affected agencies.

Department of Administration:

4. The general fund receives 73.04% of cigarette tax  collections, and would lose $3,652 per year in revenue.

5. The Long-Range building program receives 15.85% of cigarette tax collections, and would lose $793 per year in revenue. The loss would be replaced with general fund for debt service.

Department of Public Health and Human Services:

6.
The Montana Veteran’s Home receives 11.11% of cigarette tax collections, and would lose $555 per year in revenue and the budget would be reduced accordingly.
