Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS:

1.
Montana State Prison (MSP) currently has three to five assaults with bodily fluid incidents per month.  Montana Women’s Prison has not had any incidents of this type to date.  It is estimated that with this law change, the number of incidents at MSP will decrease, leading to three prosecutions for this crime per year.   


2. The cost to the Department of Corrections (DOC) is $1,000-$2,500 per case to pay prosecution fees.  The DOC will absorb this cost within existing budgets.

LONG-RANGE IMPACTS:

This bill may increase the length of custody of offenders who commit this crime while incarcerated.  This 

may have a long-range impact to prison populations.  However it is not estimated to be significant. 
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
