Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS:

1.
Section 28 of the bill deals with the fiscal disposition of drug forfeitures.  Currently, receipts up to $125,000 per year can be statutorily expended by the Department of Justice, and subsequent receipts expended by approved budget amendment.  HB69 splits receipts over $125,000 between the original state special revenue account and the general fund.  Since drug forfeitures are very unpredictable, and annual receipts since inception of the account (1979) have not exceeded $83,000, no fiscal impact is included above. 

2. Fiscal year 2000 and 2001 revenue estimates, generally based upon previous year’s receipts, will produce accurate results. 

3. Carryover cash balances that exist in a state special revenue accounts that will be transferred to the     general fund with the passage of HB 69 are not considered in the above amounts.  As a whole, they are considered immaterial.

4. All monies in the 9-1-1 accounts are to be disbursed for 9-1-1 functions quarterly.  The additional 9-1-1 funds created by this bill will be disbursed as a “transfer” expenditure.

TECHNICAL NOTES:
1.  Section 6 deals with the distribution of oil and natural gas accelerated tax for the 1995 calendar year       production.
