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Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS:

1.
This bill will not affect the number of juveniles who are transferred to District Court.

2.
This bill will allow courts to sentence transferred youth to a county jail or state prison or commit the defendant to the Department of Corrections (DOC) for a period longer than 5 years. 

3. The DOC is unable to determine the number of youth this bill will affect as disposition is a discretionary function of the court.  

4. The bill is not likely to have a significant fiscal impact because this sentencing option is already available to courts pursuant to the Youth Court Act.  However, it is not clear that all courts are aware that this sentencing option is already available. 

5. There is no fiscal impact to the Department of Justice.

LONG-RANGE IMPACTS:

This bill could potentially cause offenders to serve longer sentences and remain on supervision for longer 

periods of time.  The long-range fiscal impact is not measurable.
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
