Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS:

1.
The department would issue five free fishing licenses to the five members of the Legion of Valor who reside in Montana.  A resident fishing license costs $13.00.  If over 62 years old, only need a $4 conservation license.

2.
The department would also issue up to 795 free non-resident fishing licenses to the 795 members of the Legion  of Valor who live outside of Montana.  A non-resident fishing license costs $45.00.  A non-resident conservation license costs $5.

3. A prerequisite for both the resident and the non-resident fishing license is the conservation license.

4. It is unknown how many members of the Legion of Valor currently have fishing licenses, but if all the members were to purchase appropriate fishing licenses, the revenue generated from these licenses would be $35,840.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The maximum loss of license revenue would be $35,840 if all members of Legion of Valor elected to receive a fishing license.
