EFFECT ON COUNTY OR OTHER LOCAL REVENUES OR EXPENDITURES:

This bill replaces the requirement that any increase in budget or budget per ANB be voted with a requirement that any increase in taxes be voted.  When enrollments are declining and taxable valuations are rising, as is generally the current situation in Montana, the bill allows school districts larger general fund budget increases  without a vote than would be the case under current law.  To the extent that district trustees approve these increases when voters may not have, district spending and taxes will be higher than they would be under current law.
