Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS:

1. The Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks (FWP) will enter into a long-term lease with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to build and operate a multi-species fish hatchery below Fort Peck Dam.

2. Land will be available through the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and there will be adequate area to hold all functional elements to effectively operate a hatchery.

3. FWP will receive sufficient moneys to construct, operate, staff, and maintain the facility from revenue received through sales of a new proposal in HB0026 for a warm water fish stamp.

4. The quantity and quality of water necessary to operate the proposed hatchery will be available with all appropriate water rights for the life of the facility.

5. A construction cost estimate by Interstate Engineering done at the request of Walleye Unlimited is $9,960,000.  Cost estimates based on recent construction of  Miles City, Giant Springs, Washoe Park and Big Springs hatcheries indicate that the cost could be as high as $17,455,000.  Approximately 25% of the hatchery would be built in FY 2000 and 75% of the hatchery would be built in FY 2001.

6. Full staffing would not be needed until the facility is operational.  In FY 2001, 1.00 FTE grade 15 hatchery manager would be hired to coordinate construction activities.

7. The facility will be appropriately staffed to operate and maintain the hatchery at the level contemplated in the legislation.

8. The new facility will be functionally comparable to the Miles City hatchery plus incorporate any additional items that are needed to make the Fort Peck proposal work.

LONG-RANGE IMPACTS:

Once the hatchery is completed, it will cost about $272,400 per year to operate (4.00 FTE

and $150,000 operations budget).

TECHNICAL NOTES:

1.   The bill proposes a long-term lease, free water and low power rates with the U.S. Army     

      Corps of Engineers (Corps). FWP has not had any discussions nor reached any agreement     

      with the Corps on this issue. These details and a detailed description of the role of the   

      Army  Corps of Engineers need to be worked out.

2.   The revenue source identified to fund the construction and operations of this hatchery      (HB0026) is not sufficient to build and operate the fish hatchery in the near future.

3. CI-75 requires a public vote on any tax increases.  This may delay the introduction of the 

      warm water fish stamp.
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
