ASSUMPTIONS:

1. The Department of Commerce, Professional and Occupational Licensing Division, has reviewed the proposed legislation and found that the processing and turnaround time for violations, complaints and collection of fines is provided for in the executive budget and there is no additional fiscal impact.  The bill will provide a more efficient method of processing numerous complaints regarding violations of cosmetology statutes and rules during inspections of salons, booths, and schools.
