ASSUMPTIONS:

Judiciary:

1.  
In FY 1998 there was $5,138,900.50 of revenue received and dispersed to counties for expenses currently covered by  3-5-901, MCA, and the grant in aid  program provided for by 7-6-2352, MCA.

2.
Current statute provides that up to $500,000 of available funds is to be used  by the Department of Corrections (DOC) for youth court and probation foster care placements if the DOC certifies that it is needed.

3. In FY 1998 the DOC did not certify that the funds were necessary.  Therefore, the remaining balance funded grants to counties as specified in 7-6-2352, MCA.

Department of Corrections:

4. The proposed legislation refers to Title 41, Chapter 3, parts 4 and 6, which deal with abused/neglected children and parent/child legal relation termination.  These issues are Department of Public Health and Human Services (DPHHS) responsibilities.  The proposed legislation does not impact judicial district responsibilities for the DOC juvenile placement process.  The DOC does not have data that would indicate whether the impact to local governments would be significant.

5. This bill deletes the authority for DOC to access up to $500,000 per year for juvenile placements in the event that the juvenile placement funds are inadequate to cover actual expenditures.

DPHHS:

6. The bill has no fiscal impact to the DPHHS.

EFFECT ON COUNTY OR OTHER LOCAL REVENUES OR EXPENDITURES:

The impact on county revenues will be that the state grants to eligible district courts as specified in 7-6-2352, MCA, will be funded at a lower level or may not even receive funding if covered expenses deplete funding available.
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
